Degree Overview

The Associate in Arts-Direct Transfer Agreement
(AA-DTA) is designed to facilitate students’
ability to transfer from GHC to a baccalaureate
institution with junior standing having completed
all general education requirements. The AA-DTA
requires a minimum of 90 credits in courses
numbered 100 or above with a minimum of 2.0
cumulative GPA. At least 45 credits must be
chosen from the Distribution List of Approved
Courses. In addition, students must fulfill
requirements for Graduation.

*Any specific course may NOT be credited to
more than one distribution or skill area
requirement.
